

· Lots of Love and Patience as your puppy learns to please you in every way possible.
·  Crate to sleep in. You can also use this for trips to the vet.  
· Soft towels or baby blankets as they are the right size to start.

· Bowls for food and water, heavy pottery are best so they don't tip over.

· Food, they have been eating Purina Beneful for puppies. If you change food do it gradually, adding a little of the new food each day to the Beneful.

· Collar, you should be able to fit 2 adult fingers inside the collar.

· Leash regular or retractable, your choice. 
· Brush, I like the wooden one with the rounded metal spikes. It is important to brush your puppy daily to prevent mats. 

· Shampoo – I use Dungeness Ranch Puppy Shampoo from Petco. 
· Conditioning Spray also for puppies by Dungeness Ranch, this is great for between baths and daily brushing.

· Puppy treats for rewarding your puppy.

· Poopy bags, the cheapest I have found are at IKEA but I also use old grocery bags.
· Exercise pen for providing an area to play safely outside the crate or kennel to learn housebreaking habits. I got mine at Target and love it. You can get them on Craigslist see info at bottom of page.
· Toys, tennis balls, squeaky balls, any strong ball to chase.
· Toothbrush and dog toothpaste. Do not use human toothpaste. 
· Carpet or floor cleaner to spray on accidents on the carpets. This takes the smell away so they won't consider it their marked area and return to leave deposits. I use Resolve for Pets but choose the kind that is best for your flooring. They are puppies and most likely will have accidents, positive reinforcement for good behavior works best. Reward outdoor bathroom visits.

· Towels to dry their paws on rainy days.  
This is a suggested list of supplies you will need to have on hand to start your puppy's new life in your family home. I buy from Wal-Mart, Target, Petsmart and Petco. I purchase my medications from my vet in support of his practice. Here are two websites for obtaining puppy supplies www.freecycle.com and www.craigslist.com these websites are a great way of recycling and helping our country.
